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They brought with them a 
streaming 50ft stars and stripes, 
a genuine sense of awe, and - 
helpfully - the game disc. 

With the waiting out of the way, 
GRUT and Wild Card served up 
a stunning match to kick off the 
tournament. The Dutch were 
underdogs despite being seeded 
higher, but they’re also one of the 
worst kept secrets in Ultimate. 
Wild Card looked almost cruel as 
they completed their end of game 
comeback. It was an emotional 
and epic game for both teams, 
and it undoubtedly got the 
tournament off to a thundering 
start - let’s just hope things stay 
this exciting. 

Players greeted old friends and 
rivals, whilst debutantes buzzed 
as they finally reached the 
opening of the event that has 
largely defined their lives for the 
last year, if not longer. 

The first Ultimate players to take 
to the field were not there to play. 
Colombia’s Revolution led a flash 
mob of fellow players who joined 
in their now viral warmup dance, 
before the more traditional locally 
flavoured procession of 
performances – a live band, 
some youth gymnasts and, of 
course, three parachutists who 
gracefully descended to the field.
